o At Zgjac Ranch, we set a minimum of 30 participants for overnight stays to ensure each
group enjoys the full camp experience we proudly offer. Our dorm accommodations are
designed with open rooms, meaning we prepare entire dorm spaces rather than just a
few beds. By hosting groups of 30 or more, we're able to create an energetic,
community-oriented environment and provide all campers with the premium,
immersive experience they deserve.
